Orange has masses of orange flowers in mid winter.
Habit and growth rate: These cultivars flower young in pots. Copper Shower is fast
growing and matures to 0.6m high and 0.5m wide forming a shrub. Always Red matures
to 25¢cm high and 25cm wide. Diana matures to 1m high and 0.6m wide and can form a
shrub. Outback Orange grows to a very large plant 1m high by 1.3m wide.

Preferred aspect and soil: Handle stress well as tolerent of heat, umidity, high rainfall

and drought. Grow best in full sun with rich free draining soil.

Frost Tolerance: Light frost only.

Landscape uses: These are very versatile plants able to be used as accent plants,
planted in containers and also planted 'en-masse' as bedding plants in gardens and
commercial landscaping applications.
